PL 106-393 maintains the compact made by Congress with people in counties having U.S. National Forests in 1908.  It provides funds as mitigation for the removal of these forest lands from economic development.  Without reauthorization forest counties and schools will suffer at minimum an 82% loss of funds with devastating educational, economic and environmental impacts.

What We Need Congress to do NOW

· We ask for you to sign a "dear colleague" letter being circulated by Senators Wyden and Smith requesting a one year extension of the" Secure Rural Schools…Act" in the upcoming Emergency Supplemental Spending Bill.

· We need reauthorization of PL 106-393 (Secure Rural Schools & Community Act) now.

· We have steadfastly urged Congress to enact a multi-year authorization of this Act.

· We ask for a commitment to work with colleagues in a bipartisan way to secure funding and pass authorizing legislation with funding as soon as possible.

We cannot impress upon you enough the sense of urgency that citizens of our 780 forest counties and 4400 rural school districts feel about the reauthorization of this Act.  Without it our schools and county services will be decimated to varying degrees throughout the country.  Our rural forest county citizens and children deserve and equal opportunity to learn and live.  We urgently need your help now to achieve this goal effective this 2007 fiscal year.
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
